Canoeing is full of adventure. Right outside Collierville’s 
eastern border lies one of the most beautiful stretches of 
running water in the South. The Wolf River’s Ghost River 
section is a meandering stream of spring-fed water that 
runs clear and cool. Paddlers will learn the basics of navi-
gation, water safety and how to maneuver a two-man canoe 
around obstacles. This water flows calmly with no white 
water so it is a great first experience on a river. Seasoned 
paddlers will be amazed that something this beautiful 
is right here for us to enjoy. Part of the trip is through a 
half-mile wide stand of cypress trees after navigating 
through a narrow channel. This is where the section gets 
its name. The river appears to vanish into this large body 
of water, thus the term “Ghost River.”  Navigation through 
this section is exciting and aided by markings on trees. The 
variety of the geography and abundant wildlife make this 
trip one to be remembered. Paddlers need to wear clothes 
that can get wet and shoes that will end up getting a little 
muddy. Canoes, life vests and paddles are all provided.
